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Born in Thessaloniki, | left to Cairo in 1996 following my plan to
study Egyptology. In 2000 | graduated from the American
University in Cairo and moved to Oxford for my graduate stud-
ies. In Oxford, in the course of my M.Phil. years, | specialized in
the study of Greco-Roman Egypt, completing my knowl-
edge of the jigsaw of Egyptian scripts and languages by study-
ing Ptolemaic hieroglyphs and Demotic (in addition to my earlier
study of hieroglyphs, hieratic and Coptic). Remaining in Oxford
for three more years after the completion of my M.Phil., | finished
in 2005 my Ph.D., which was a comparative study of wisdom
collections circulating in Hellenistic and Roman Egypt and
Greece. My dissertation was published in June 2007 by Brill with
the title: Wisdom in loose form: The language of Egyptian and
Greek proverbs in collections of the Hellenistic and Roman times.
After | graduated, | taught the Egyptian language and History in
the American University in Cairo, while in August 2007 | was
hired by the Radboud University of Nijmegen in the Netherlands
as the head of a postdoctoral research project on cultural rela-
tions between Ancient Egypt and Greece. In May 2008 |
co-organized the International Congress of Egyptology on the
island of Rhodes. Finally, in January 2009 | moved to Sacra-
mento, California, where since then | have been teaching the
History of Ancient Mediterranean to undergraduate and gradu-
ate students of the local university (California State University
Sacramento). In addition to my ongoing interest in cultural inter-
action between Egypt and the classical world, for the last six
years | have been working as an epigraphist for an archaeologi-
cal team that has been surveying the northern part of Kharga
oasis in Egypt (NKOS).

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Epigraphic survey in Kharga oasis: The history of a well-
travelled route in the Egyptian desert

The oasis of Kharga lies in the heart of the western Egyptian
desert, approximately 200 kilometers away from the Nile valley.
Its northern area was part of a long route followed by caravans,
from the prehistoric times down to the 20th century, and con-
necting the Egyptian city of Asiut to Khartum. Along this part of
the caravan route, the team of North Kharga Oasis Survey, which
is headed by Dr. Salima lIkram, Professor of Egyptology in the
American University in Cairo, has discovered a large number of
inscriptions, including texts written in all Ancient Egyptian
scripts, as well as in Ancient Greek. The study of this material
grants us a unique opportunity to examine the identity and life
of ancient tradesmen, soldiers and palace officers who crossed
this part of the Egyptian desert, leaving behind their own trace
in the long history of this well-traveled route. In this paper | will
present the latest results from our epigraphic work in Kharga,
and their contribution to, and significance for, the study of
ancient Egyptian history and culture.

The Hellenic Society for the Study of Ancient Egypt (HSSAE)
was founded with the following aims: the contribution to the
development of academic and scientific research on Egyptology
in Greece; the promotion of any endeavor towards this goal; the
showcasing of the character of Ancient Egyptian civilization
(Memorandum, Article 3). According to the Memorandum, the
main goal of the Society is the foundation of an Egyptology
Library within the limits of Attica prefecture, with emphasis on
the interrelations between Greece and Egypt in antiquity as well
as the relations between Egypt and other civilizations which
flourished in the Eastern Mediterranean basin.

Until today, HSSAE has offered, in collaboration with renowned
universities (University of lllinois, Chicago, Université Lumiere
Lyon Il, State University of Sacramento, California), lectures of
high academic stature (Nanno Marinatos [June 2010], Laure Pan-
talacci [May 2011], Nikolaos Lazarides [June 2011]) as well as
educational programs for primary school children by established
museum educator, Ms. Sophia Yaluraki. In addition, HSSAE con-
tinues to inform the public on Egyptology issues and to update
the digital Egyptology library, currently under construction on
its continuously enriched website.
